Chugai Presents an Anti-Cancer Charity Concert 
Christmas Concert in Yokohama Featuring Star Philharmonic Chorus 

 

November 12, 2009 - Chugai Pharmaceutical Co., Ltd. [Head Office: Chuo-ku, Tokyo; 

President: Osamu Nagayama (hereafter, “Chugai”)] announced today that it will serve as the 

special sponsor for the Star Philharmonic Christmas Concert in Yokohama, as it did last year. 

 

The Star Philharmonic Chorus was formed by popular personalities from show business, mass 

media, and the sporting world who supported Kuniko Yamada’s proposition to encourage 

cancer patients and their families and to convey the importance of discovering and treating 

cancer early. Ms. Yamada, who revealed her battle with breast cancer two years ago, carries 

out a wide range of activities aimed at many different people to provide accurate information on 

cancer, such as talking about her experience of fighting cancer, calling on individuals with 

cancer to face the disease head-on, and holding charity concerts where she sings and 

encourages patients. 

 

Continuing on from last year, this year’s charity concert aims to publicize the Cancer Patient 

Association’s part in providing psychological care to help patients and their families overcome 

their pain and distress. It also aims to show that the association is a familiar presence to which 

patients and their families can turn to in order to discuss their problems and concerns related to 

the disease. Along with the singing voices of Star Philharmonic Chorus, it aims for a tomorrow 

without anxieties or uncertainties about cancer. 

 

The 2009 Yokohama Cancer Charity Executive Committee, which hosts this concert together 

with Nippon Broadcasting System, comprises 26 patient groups and patient support 

organizations that carry out activities either in the Kanto region or throughout Japan. Content of 

each group’s activities as well as unique items designed and created by the groups, will also be 

displayed at the concert venue. Moreover, part of the proceeds from the admission fees and 

contribution made by sponsors will be donated to the 2009 Yokohama Cancer Charity 

Executive Committee to fund the activities of participating groups and organizations to enhance 

cancer treatment. 

 

Chugai has been promoting a variety of corporate social responsibility programs in a variety of 

fields. As part of these activities, the company has been hosting and assisting charity events 

since 2005 aimed at supporting the activities of Cancer Patient Associations. This will be the 

fifth time that Chugai has sponsored such an event. As the leading pharmaceutical company in 

the field of oncology, Chugai will continue to provide innovative and useful drugs and 

information, and carry out activities that would help support cancer patients.
